ENGLISH FOR ACADEMIC PURPOSES (EAP)  EAP 3				TEACHER’S GUIDE					

Hours:  20 hours face-to-face per week  (Monday – Thursday) + students are strongly recommended to complete a minimum of 5 hours independent study outside of class
Duration: 10 weeks in 2 Modules -  Weeks 1-5 and Weeks 6-10
Entry Level: Advanced (approximately equivalent to 6.0 IELTS)
Exit Level: Approximately 6.5 +  IELTS

Students may start in EAP 3 at the commencement of any 5-week teaching block.  It is anticipated that most students who enter EAP 3 will most likely complete the 10-week course at this level.   If students successfully complete the 10-week course at EAP 3 level and if they achieve a final grade of Credit or higher, they may be eligible for entry into a postgraduate Masters degree program at the University of Southern Queensland (Sydney campus). 

Rationale
The EAP 3 curriculum is designed to prepare students for tertiary study in Australia through the advanced development of English language skills and the extension of academic skills required.  EAP 3 students are supported as they transition into more effective independent learners with the confidence to study in tertiary courses at an Australian institution with other international students and Australian domestic students. 

While it is expected that most students will complete the 10-week course at EAP 3 level, it is possible that, depending on their start date at Canterbury Language Academy, students may complete the curriculum for Weeks 6-10 of the course before studying the curriculum for Weeks 1-5.  To accommodate this situation and maximise the student’s exposure to all integral learning objectives expected at the EAP 3 level, the weekly curriculum has been written as stand-alone units which do not follow a sequential delivery of the Core text book Key to EAP Foundation.  The course is skill-based rather than theme-based.  There is also repetition of key skills built into the curriculum in order to minimise any perceived disadvantage to students commencing in the Weeks 6-10 session instead of the Week 1-5 session, where Week 1 may be perceived by students as the commencement of the course.  Students will benefit from an explanation of the rationale behind the curriculum at the commencement of their studies to reassure them that they will be learning all of the required skills at this level if they successfully complete the 10-week course, regardless of whether they commence in Week 1 or Week 6 of the curriculum. 

Planning the Teaching Week
Teachers are responsible for planning the delivery of the curriculum and for preparing the weekly schedule for the EAP 3 class.  To ensure students are exposed to a balance of all academic skills and the prescribed learning objectives for the EAP 3 course, there is a recommended breakdown of hours dedicated to the development of language and academic skills for EAP 3 ( Figure 1 ).  Teachers should consider this balance of skill breakdown when planning the lessons each week and decide the best timetable for delivering the prescribed course materials from the 10-week curriculum.  Teachers may need to be selective with the specific academic skills resources if time does not allow cover of all the resources.  The guiding principle for selecting the resources for the class timetable is to ensure that the stated learning objectives are addressed. There is a Sample Weekly Timetable below in Figure 2.  Please note this is a sample only and while there is flexibility in the schedule, the Daily/ Weekly Teaching Record should reflect the hours for the breakdown of skills and timetable which supports the information in Figures 1 and 2.

Delivery of the curriculum
The teaching resources have been selected to support the key learning objectives for the EAP 3 course with a focus on the development and practice of specific skills integral to independent and effective students in tertiary education.   Teachers are encouraged to search for additional relevant authentic resources (online, print) which further consolidate the learning objectives as outlined in the curriculum, particularly those which are discipline specific to the students’ future courses.  Teachers are also strongly encouraged to submit relevant and successfully trialled resources to the Director of Studies for inclusion in the Canterbury Language Academy bank of teaching resources for future courses.  

As students become more independent, they are expected to prepare for many classroom tasks and activities outside of class time, including discussions based on longer reading texts, presentations and seminars.  Delivery of the curriculum will represent a range of styles, including lecture, teacher-presented, student-presented, workshop, tutorial, seminar, which will assist students to become familiar with learning situations they may experience in a tertiary institution.

Lectures and Note-taking
Published resources offering students the opportunity to practise listening to lectures, note-taking, summarising and paraphrasing skills have been scheduled into the weekly curriculum for the EAP 3 course.  It is strongly recommended that Canterbury Language Academy support and encourage the EAP 3 students to attend live lectures at their partner tertiary institutions.  Alternatively, inviting a guest lecturer to present a lecture at the Canterbury Language Academy campus would provide the EAP 3 students with an authentic experience.  Students would be expected to research some information about the lecture topic and some questions to ask the lecturer prior to the delivery date, listen and take notes during the delivery, participate in a question-answer session after the delivery and then summarise the notes as a follow-up homework task.  If it is not possible to arrange an external guest lecturer to attend the Canterbury Language Academy campus, a teacher may be encouraged to prepare and deliver a lecture to the students on a relevant and useful topic, for example academic integrity.  

Language Skills Workshop – Grammar, Sentence Structure and Vocabulary 
The Language skills workshop is envisaged as having two key components.  The first exploits published resources which reflect the main language structures students will encounter through the curriculum each week.  
The second component is not prescribed as it presents an opportunity for students to identify and discuss in a workshop situation any specific language-related issues they may have.  The workshop format is flexible and should be negotiated with students.  Students may prefer to discuss grammar and vocabulary questions in small groups, or work individually.  Alternatively, students who have a stronger understanding of the language may be encouraged to prepare and present to their peers on a specific issue.  

Preparing for University Workshop 
This workshop is designed to highlight knowledge, in addition to skills, which will support a smoothless transition for students into tertiary institution life.  The workshop format is flexible and while published resources have been allocated to the weekly schedule, students should be actively involved in selecting the content for this session.  Students should be strongly encouraged to access the website of the institution they will attend, to become familiar with the facilities and services available, including the library.  Course outlines, also available on the website, are a valuable source of information for students to learn about their future courses.

Assessment
Weekly Revision Tasks
Teachers will be required to identify and/or develop relevant revision tasks for students to complete at the end of each week.  Feedback on performance of the revision tasks will be provided to the students - perhaps through a class error analysis activity or through individual feedback if more appropriate.  As students will be aiming to commence their tertiary courses at the next semester start date, teachers are required to closely monitor student progress and to promptly identify any students who appear to be having difficulty with the class, the level and/or the materials as an intervention strategy process may need to be implemented. The Director of Studies should be informed.

Homework Tasks
There is an expectation that students will complete homework tasks assigned by the teacher each week and will be provided with prompt feedback. 

Week 5 and Week 10 Tests
Assessment of learning outcomes of identified language and academic skills will be conducted in Week 5 and Week 10.  

Oral Presentations
Oral presentations will provide an opportunity for students to present the information they have researched and written in their assignment Reports. The Research reports are due for submission in Weeks 3 and 8.  The Oral presentations will be based on the Report topics.  Presentations will be conducted in Week 4 and Week 9.  Each student is required to prepare and deliver two presentations in the 10-week teaching session (ie one presentation during Week 4 and one presentation during Week 9).  Each presentation will be teacher assessed according to the Presentation Assessment Guide for the EAP 3 level. 

Essays/ Reports
In each 5-week session (ie Weeks 1-5 and weeks 6-10), students are required to submit a written report (one report should be a research report and include a SWOT analysis) and an essay (minimum word length 1200 words) which form an integral element of their final grade for the course.  Topics for the essays and reports should be negotiated with the teacher.  The essay topics are recommended to be discipline-specific for individual students so that students may develop specific vocabulary and skills relevant to their future tertiary course.

Some class time (during the Research scheduled hours) is available for students to complete their research for these tasks.  The Research scheduled hours may provide opportunities for the teacher to assist students individually with assignment drafts.  However, most of the preparation of the assessment tasks will need to be completed outside of class time in order to be submitted on or before the due date.  The essays and reports will be assessed according to the Essay/Report Assessment Guide for EAP 3.
