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1. CURRICULUM STRUCTURE
1.1 Course rationale
Due to the nature of a General English program and the usual diversity of cultures, linguistic strengths/weaknesses, educational backgrounds etc of the participants, this course has been designed to have broad appeal and to cater to a wide range of perceived needs.  

However, students who attend General English courses in colleges where there is the possibility of articulation into vocational programmes will tend to consist of a higher proportion of students who are intending to improve their English skills for work or study-related reasons.  For this reason, there is provision within the General English program for students to be introduced to some of the academic and exam-centred courses offered by Canterbury Language Academy.

While acknowledging the difficulty of addressing so many different people’s requirements on an individual basis, the course will attempt to provide participants with an interesting learning environment for improving their English language abilities. 

One of the main aims of the program will be to help each student attain their personal learning objectives within a framework of guidance and support, and with regular evaluation of both their progress in language learning and of the effectiveness of the course itself in meeting their needs.

1.2 Structure and articulation with other courses
The course will run all levels which will be designated as follows:

· Level 1: Elementary
· Level 2: Pre-Intermediate
· Level 3: Intermediate

· Level 4: Upper Intermediate

· Level 5: Advanced

Each level of the course will comprise a 10 week block with start dates each Monday. 

Short weekly revision tests will be used in conjunction with the continuous assessment inherent in the course structure (see “Weekly Review”) to keep regular track of students’ progress.  Since testing elements are available for the core texts used, these can provide the basis for testing, although individual teachers are encouraged to design other test materials to supplement them if necessary.  

At the end of a 10 week block (i.e. on reaching the end of the course book for a specified level), it is recommended that a substantially longer test be used to determine whether students should continue or move to the next course level.  Tests will be prepared by the teaching staff using ESOL testing tasks as a model or the ‘Progress Test’ supplied in the Oxford New Headway Series (Core Textbooks for General English) will be used. The Academic Manager will be involved in the construction of tests and the validation of the testing program through its program of professional development with Canterbury Language Academy staff and teachers. This program has commenced and the DOS is already involved in the testing and assessment process for students studying in the English for Academic Purposes Study course and General English Course.
Students who do not achieve the required level at the end of the 10-week block will remain in the same level and repeat the 10-week program. Also, upon initial placement, students who demonstrate superior ability, skill and knowledge are able to move up into the next level as long as they have achieved above 80% on three or more consecutive tests. Teachers noticing a student’s substantial proficiency or even poor proficiency may allow said student to move level (up or down respectively) with the consultation of the DOS.
The use of a second, parallel core textbook at each level will enable further development of language skills by presenting similar core language elements and themes without the need to repeat the material. This is based on a teacher’s discretion after consultation with the DOS and a validation of class student numbers repeating the same course.

2. THE LEARNERS
2.1 Entry Pre-Requisites
Since this is a General English course which has as its central premise a number of levels to accommodate students with very disparate levels of English Language Proficiency there are no pre-requisites for entry.

Students will be allocated to class on the basis of their performance in placement tests described in detail below
 and will progress through levels according to their performance.
2.2 Profile of the Target Learners- Characteristics and assumed needs.
Canterbury Language Academy already has a number of successful vocational courses and has English in its scope for a number of reasons.

There are large numbers of international students whose major purpose for being in Australia is leisure or a working holiday. For these students lengthy and formal study is neither an option nor a requirement. They may simply wish to spend a few weeks practising their English prior to seeking employment or use a short course of English to lend structure to a lengthy period of travel and leisure. For these potential students a General English course is the preferred option since it has the flexibility to deal with ongoing entry and a variety of expected outcomes.

Students recruited onshore will almost certainly fall into this category. However, Canterbury Language Academy will also be recruiting in overseas markets, which are represented by this student profile. The Japanese for example may enrol in courses at the beginning of their working holiday visa trip. Students from Europe, typically undertake general or short examination courses ( FCE/CAE) rather than longer periods of more formal study. For these students time spent in a city with a high profile internationally as a tourist destination is an important component in their choice of course.  Especially when it is a city like Sydney, that affords an outdoor lifestyle with a sporting and beach culture. Their requirements of a course of English study in Australia are typically three to six months of study followed by a period of travel and holiday. Alongside these particular student types are those for whom a formal course of Vocational study is their ultimate aim. However, they may not yet have achieved the level of English necessary to enter an Academic Program. For these students a General English course represents a step on the route to achieving their aims.
Canterbury Language Academy has the intention of recruiting from a variety of markets. Students recruited from the traditional Asian markets, of China, Taiwan, Vietnam, Mongolia and Thailand will usually fall into this category. However, Canterbury Language Academy also recruits from markets in the Indian sub-continent where student objectives for learning English are usually linked with more formal study objectives. 

The course has been designed to be as flexible as possible in order to meet the needs of a number of different types of students for whom a General English course will be an appropriate choice.

2.2 The way in which the course is framed to address learner profile.
The student body described above is a disparate and mixed group with a large variety of reasons for following and English language course.

The course has been designed over a number of levels so that it might accommodate students from differing backgrounds whose previous English language learning may have resulted in a in an uneven skills balance (All macro skills and functional grammar). For all students undertaking this course, whether it be for work, leisure or as a pre-requisite for formal study, coverage of all four skills will be important to redress these uneven skills balances. It is an aim of this course to cover all four skills as well as grammar in an interesting and innovative way.

The course is based around a multi-level, multi-component English course from one of the major publishers. This allows structure and reference points for students who may only follow the course for a short period of time. They can place their period of study within a context and will have a reference point should they wish to take up their study at a later date. Using a course book also allows those students who have learned English in a much more formal way prior to entering the Canterbury Language Academy Course, a framework through which they can see progress. It assists in connecting aspects of English which might seem unrelated at first sight.

The course allows for learning to take place in both formal and informal situations, allowing students to develop an understanding of independent learning and how a language can be developed outside the formal language classroom.

A program of options which will be expanded and developed as a response to the wide range of student interest and objectives, is also included in the course. This will allow participants to spend some time each week with a group of students who have similar interests and are learning the language for similar purposes.
It is anticipated that the students who participate in the General English course will come from a wide range of backgrounds, encompassing very different cultures and societies.  This course is designed to encourage a huge variety of activities to accommodate a range of learning styles, and it attempts to cater to individual needs by the inclusion of the Options program and the weekly evaluation which encourages Students to discover and understand their own particular learning style as a part of reviewing their learning and dealing with individual difficulties.

3. COURSE AIMS AND OBJECTIVES
3.1 Course aims
The main aim of this course is to provide students with the necessary English to be able to communicate their needs and intentions to others whether they are native English speakers or speakers of other languages using English as a lingua franca.

As has been already stated, the course is designed to appeal to students wishing to use their English for a very wide variety of purposes. 

The major aims of this course can therefore be summarised as follows:

· to improve the general proficiency level of all students in all of the macro skills: Speaking, Writing, Reading and Listening 

· to specifically improve those macro skills that may be less well developed as a result of their previous learning experience (i.e. Listening and Speaking)

· to increase learner autonomy allowing graduates to function within the English speaking community 
· to demonstrate to students that language learning can and should take place outside the language classroom
· to provide students with strategies to enhance learning opportunities outside the classroom
· to allow students the opportunity to explore ESP areas at a lower and less intensive level whilst their general proficiency develops

· to provide students with a functional level of English sufficient to allow them to move into EAP/ESP courses

· to provide students, through a variety of experiences, with a sample of learning expectations of study in Australia

· to introduce students to a variety of study modes and methodologies for learning English

3.2 Course objectives in terms of learner outcomes
The course outcomes are described by the level descriptors which appear on the reverse of the end of course award.

4. CURRICULUM DESIGN
4.1
Rationale for the choice of course content and predominant principles underlying course organisation

The content of the General English program will be divided into a number of components which will be in evidence throughout the total 50 weeks of the course. This is intended as a unifying structure, giving the four levels of the course a consistency of approach identifiable to both teachers and students.

However, the elements themselves will be given differing emphases in the different course levels.  As learners move towards autonomy and are able to specify their own learning needs more accurately the balance of course elements will move away from core specifications towards those elements which engage students in activities which are more reflective of “real life” tasks rather than classroom-oriented ones.

The course comprises the following 5 components:

· Theme-based language development from core text book

· Skills extension (Grammar / Macro Skill)
· Weekly review and testing

· Task based activities (Writing / Speaking)
· Options programme (subsidise current course activity and work). Extra Activities are noted at the bottom of the weekly table for each unit. If not noted, teachers are asked to deliver their own.
4.2 Language Development from Core Textbook
The language development for this course will be built around the core textbook “English File 3rd Edition”. This is an excellent English Language course with materials currently at all of the levels described for this General English. “English File3rd Edition” has been selected because the presentation of material is lively and interesting and will have an appeal to the young adult market, which is the target for this course. In addition, this textbook endeavours to create an international flavour which adds interest to the materials. This will provide teachers with a jumping off point for the other course elements which highlight use of the Australian context for learning English, since these students have chosen to study the language in Australia.  

The core textbook provides a framework in which language items are made both functionally and structurally explicit, removing the onus on the teacher of selection and grading of language items. The teacher is then faced only with the question of how to contextualise and extend activities rather than with the creation of core teaching materials.  

Although the number of units in each of the “English File 3rd Edition” series varies with the level of the textbook the amount of material, and therefore the number of hours required to cover it, remains relatively similar. There is sufficient material to adequately cover a ten week course and teachers have the flexibility to spend more time on units which present difficulties and lesson those which are easily absorbed. On average, the course books have 10 to 13 units in each book and similarly the beginning of each book is a summary of basic grammar skills. Therefore the first 2 to 4 units can be considered revision of the previous level. Thereby teachers can join those units together as one long unit, this way they may stay within the 10 week course outline.
A further reason for following a core text is that students will have specific reference points for their course and progress – the course book being a record of what they have covered.

4.3 Language Extension of Macro-Skill Areas / Skills Development 
Within this thematic approach language items occurring will be further explored in Language Extension of Macro-Skill Areas / Skills Development.  

In order that students understand that the course comprises more than the core text, lessons designated Language Extension of Macro-Skill Areas / Skills Development incorporate related skills-based work, communicative activities, etc.  The approach in this component also uses elements of the text based approach when examining genre.  There are aspects here of a skills base when examining the enabling skills for the various tasks students will need to undertake in future. A variety of supplementary materials will be used here.

This course element also allows for students to address an imbalance in their own mastery of the four macro-skill areas should this be the case.

Teachers are encouraged to take advantage of the generally broad themes of the core text units to introduce relevant materials they may have developed themselves, any related current news or “human interest” articles etc, to provide variety and stimulation to the language learning environment.

Options

As part of the General English program, students will study options courses on one day (i.e. two-three hours Extra “Friday” Class) each week. Options allow students to follow lessons which reflect their own particular interests in studying in Australia and is one of the main ways in which the diversity of needs within the student population can be satisfied. 

After intake, initial testing and placement will be followed by a session in which available Option will be presented to the students as an alternative afternoon lesson.
Options may be 5 or 10 week programs (10 – 20 hour courses) which are designed to offer students the opportunity to choose a field of study for part of the course which relates directly to their interest or specific purpose for learning English

The program will start with a range of Options already developed to be offered to students. However, it is envisaged that both teachers and students will contribute ideas for the continuing expansion of the available range of Option – teachers through their own interests and areas of expertise and students through their evaluations and suggestions of areas that they would like to spend time exploring.

As a basis from which to develop, the following Options are suggested:

· Conversation (Elementary to Intermediate) – listening and speaking activities 

· Study Skills (Pre-Intermediate to Intermediate) – for students thinking about taking an exam (eg Cambridge or IELTS)

· Business English (Pre-Intermediate to Intermediate) 

· Australia (ALL LEVELS) – focusing on Australian themes, including geography, current news stories, music, plus elements of Australian English for all levels

For ease of timetabling, Options classes across all levels will take place at the same time i.e. on Friday mornings. 

While the options program will require that students have reached a specific level for the more academic offerings it is to be hoped that some options will allow students from a variety of levels to study together. This adds to the social profile of the school and allows for students to learn through contact with their more proficient peers. Students who have learned well will be able to pass on their learning and their strategies to others and hopefully experience some satisfaction in being able to do this.

Australia Option:  10-week outline

Teachers are encouraged to add or adapt themes according to their own interests and those of the students in order to deliver a lively, varied course.  The themes suggested below should have broad appeal and may be presented at different levels, although it is expected that higher level classes may be more interested in subjects such as Australia’s Aboriginal culture, colonial history, etc.

The “Living in Australia” sections are intentionally generic, as it is envisaged that parts of them will hinge around current news events occurring daily in Australia.

Study Skills

In the Study Skills period, students at different levels will use materials relating to a specific exam in the form of a preparation text.  As with the main GE program, the book can be used as a source of material and a measure of progress, but may be supplemented with other materials.  However, care must be taken to avoid using materials from the main General English program and from any examination preparation courses themselves. 

This part of the course is intended to give more focussed examination and study skills practice to those students who may require specific language skills to undertake further vocational or tertiary study.

Students may actually wish or be required to take a particular examination and this course element is designed to take account of this.  

Since this is a General English Course and student purposes for learning English may be mixed, the study skills class will operate as a multi-level course looking at examination and study skills in the context of a range of examinations.

Students following a study skills option are likely to wish to undertake examination practice during self-access time.

The following texts are recommended (class sets may be purchased via Cambridge or any good bookstore).

Pre-Intermediate: 

· Focus on PET (Diana L Fried-Booth) plus PET Gold Exam Maximiser (Jacky Newbrook and Judith Wilson)

· plus Practice Tests for PET Plus (Louise Hashemi & Barbara Thomas)

(all published by Longman)

Intermediate: pre-FCE level

· Countdown to First Certificate by Michael Duckworth and Kathy Gude (OUP) 

· or Going for Gold by Richard Acklam, Araminta Crace and Sally Burgess (Longman)

· or Get on Track to FCE by Judy Copage, Lucrecia Luque-Mortimer and Mary Stephens (Longman)

· or Fast Class  (skills based FCE/B2 Course for exam success) by Kathy Gude (OUP)
· or Step up to IELTS  by  Vanessa Jakeman and Clare Mc Dowell (CUP)
As well as the recommended texts above, the handbooks which accompany the different levels of the Cambridge exams provide an ideal basis for materials from which to develop a Study Skills program.  These are available from the local secretary for UCLES and are able to be photocopied. 

In addition, IELTS Books 1 – 9, other handbooks and sample materials serve the same purpose for this examination.

However, they should NOT be used in the Options program if they are to be used elsewhere, e.g. for end of block testing or initial placement tests.


Conversation 
This component is intended to increase confidence in speaking and listening activities, and uses topic questions for discussion often from ESL internet sites etc.  Teachers are encouraged to make use of computer software, audio tapes (language lab if available) and a wide range of communicative activities.  

Topic areas from the Current News Programs may also provide students with interesting and controversial material for discussion.

Again, care must be taken not to “overlap” with materials from the main General English program.  For this reason, class sets of books concentrating on speaking and listening skills should be provided by the school, and supplemented with other, separate communication activities.

Supplementary texts/materials:

· NorthStar – Focus on Listening and Speaking by Frances Boyd et al (Longman). NB: American English.  The series spans 3 of the level (Introductory, Basic, Intermediate), which enables continuity.

Business English 

For the Business English option, students at different levels will follow a course from a specific business-oriented text.  As with the main GE program, the book can be used as a source of material and a measure of progress, but may be supplemented with other materials.  However, care must be taken to avoid using materials from the main General English program.  Students doing this option may be encouraged to try for the Cambridge BEC exams if they wish.

· News Shows for Students/Newspaper programs and accompanying original worksheets created by News Limited for example.
Weekly Review
As a continuing part of the core language development, students will undertake a weekly review. This will encompass

· a traditional revision-style weekly test of learning (as a way for the school to monitor progress, but not for formal assessment. Normally done on Monday morning based on the grammar topic for the unit currently being done, followed by the unit test to assess student’s abilities and used to evaluate students’ possible progression to the next level). Note: If the school does not have the test book for a level, then the Student workbook will be considered the test book. Notably for Upper-Intermediate, where the Test Book does NOT match the course material taught in the book at all.
· a continuous assessment writing program for each level, based on “English File 3rd Edition” but with significant supplements as determined by the teaching staff.
· a self-evaluation (a way to train students to reflect on and evaluate their own learning, encouraging the movement towards a more autonomous learning style).

The test session will be a standard revision test on a Monday morning (to ensure that all work from the module being studied the previous week has been covered); the writing assessment may be done at any time during the week.

The procedure of filling in the weekly review, on a Thursday afternoon will require students to think about what they have learned and to reflect on the processes whereby that learning has taken place.  In this way students will be encouraged to evaluate the learning strategies to which they are introduced and determine which of these is best suited to their own learning styles. 

Teachers may wish to introduce their students to the concept of different learning styles as an introduction to this component of the course.  The questionnaire has been created for students to use and is available for students to pick up in the language lab.
 It is envisaged that rest of the self access session will be used as a follow-up (may be done after the weekly test by teacher or on Friday’s extra lesson) to the weekly review by students to address their varying needs.  For the student, this can be viewed as an opportunity for some personal attention, a chance to discuss their progress and give feedback to the teacher.  From the teacher’s perspective, this “personal time” with each student is an opportunity to go over the weekly test results, to address any particular weaknesses (either real or perceived) and to discuss their weekly evaluations of the course.  The follow-up session could be done in groups if this proves more efficient.

The weekly review can also be seen as a forward reference point. In analysing their learning and finding the best way for them to process the material from the General English Course, the students may be able to make plans for the best ways in which to use the self access time available to them outside the weekly review period.

 Time allocation of defined course elements

The time allocation given to the various course components is anticipated to remain essentially the same across all levels, although obviously the nature of the core language work will change in line with the learners’ proficiency, particularly at the higher levels.

4.4
An explanation of the guidance the curriculum gives teachers in selecting  

           and sequencing course content

The teachers’ book for selected course book “English File 3rd Edition” (“New Headway/New Cutting Edge” or other based on teacher’s prerogative as second core text) , a copy of which will be made available to all teachers of this course, provides teachers with clear explanations of how material is to be used and gives advice on extension and development of new exercises.  This will prove an invaluable aid to teachers in selecting materials which are suitable for using in this course. However, building the course around a core text with a specific focus allows teachers the opportunity to develop materials relevant to the particular class or student group without having to conduct complex needs and linguistic analyses. 

The text is arranged on the basis of themes and this will allow teachers flexibility to develop teaching activities outside the core which follow the theme but reflect the language requirements of the students.  The availability of such a wide range of materials makes selection an issue.  This is not related to linguistic suitability but more to choosing materials which stimulate the interests of particular groups.

Building the course around a set text removes from teachers the necessity for constantly selecting, grading and contextualising language. This leaves teachers with more time to extend and exploit language items which reflect student need and interest. The Options programme has been specifically designed for this purpose.
Each level of the course includes a suggested number of units for coverage in each week leaving time devoted to components other than core language for teachers to use in a more flexible manner. Using a textbook to generate the language sequence mean that teachers do not have to “reinvent the wheel” with every course.
4.5 Teaching/Learning Materials to support the course.

Canterbury Language Academy already has a wide range of materials relating to more academic contexts and a number of General English books at a higher level. 

On accreditation of the course the Academic Manager, David Santiago Alonso has indicated that Canterbury Language Academy has just purchased class sets of all the relevant English File 3rd Edition all course level components (Elementary to Upper Intermediate as Advanced is not in print yet for 3rd Edition) New Headway 3rd Edition for Advanced G.E. to support the core course content.

In addition, once the course has received accreditation Canterbury Language Academy will assess and select a range of appropriate textbooks to support the remaining course elements if required, this is done on a yearly basis to re-stock supplies and keep upto date with the latest in teaching resources.

It is generally accepted that books of a less academic nature are likely to use material drawing from “pop” culture as a basis for building exercises and activities. As a result these books are inclined to date faster and more than the equivalent academic texts.

For this reason, the support materials for this course will be purchased when the date for the fist intake is known. The rationale for this is that by delaying purchase until  after accreditation, the most modern and up to date books can be reviewed, assessed and obtained, leaving sufficient time for teachers to become familiar with them.

5.1 
Methods, procedures and instruments for monitoring students’ progress which reflect course content

Placement test materials 

In combination with existing written and speaking components of the initial placement test (see next page), CLA uses the  “Oxford Quick Placement Test” in electronic format or paper format.  This test is quick, reliable and easy to administer, making it an ideal tool for placement.  It comprises reading, listening and grammar components and takes only about 15 minutes to complete.  Computers may be used on a rotational basis as other parts of the placement test are undertaken at the same time.

The computer presents a question and then assesses the student’s response as right or wrong.  As students progress through the test, the questions are automatically adapted to their ability until a consistent level is identified.  Results are presented (to the supervising member of staff, not the student) in terms of the ALTE (Association of Language Testers in Europe) Framework, which relates the different language examinations taken across Europe to each other and to a common descriptive system. 

The obvious advantages of this system are:

a) each student receives an individually tailored test

b) the results are instant 

c) no marking is required.

In conjunction with the computer-based tests, the new students would also be required to undertake a short face-to-face interview with a member of the teaching staff to ascertain their speaking skills, plus a written task, thus providing the school with an all-round impression of the student’s abilities, strengths and weaknesses across all four skills. Experienced teaching staff will be involved in the placement procedures and will ultimately be responsible for assessing the appropriate entrance levels of each of the new students.

For the interview, each student should be invited to participate in a one-to-one conversation with an experienced member of the teaching staff to allow for completely individual assessment.  The interview should last no longer than 15 minutes.  During this time, some standard questions will be asked (see below for some suggestions), and the course structure and its components will be outlined to the new student.

For the writing component of the placement test, it is recommended that the students all receive the same general open-ended question, such as “Why did you choose to study English in Australia?” and are allowed up to 30 minutes and 2 blank pages to complete their response to this in as much detail as they wish or as their English proficiency allows.  Additional questions may be added to draw out higher level language where appropriate.

Again, an experienced teacher is required to assess the written component of the test before a decision is made on class allocation.

Suggested questions/prompts to elicit language for the interview component:
(Select as appropriate to each student)

· Where are you from?  Tell me something about your home town.

· Tell me something about your family.

· When did you arrive here?  Tell me about your journey.

· Why did you choose this school / Brisbane / Australia for your English studies?

· What are you going to do after this course?

· What would you like to do in the future?

· How important is English in your studies/ job?

· Which other parts of Australia / other countries would you like to visit?  Why?

Weekly Lesson Record

The weekly lesson record is for teachers to make a note of which units have been covered in each session and which materials have been used.  

This serves 2 purposes:

1. In the case of a class teacher being ill or otherwise unable to take their class, the Head Teacher or Academic Manager will have a written and up-to-date record of what has been taught.  This information can then be passed on to a relief teacher before they are expected to teach, thus giving them a better opportunity to prepare.

2. At the end of each course, the lesson records can be used by teaching staff as a valuable reference tool to evaluate the course itself, and to assess the effectiveness of the materials, supplementary resources and activities used.

Student Progress Assessment

It is essential for the college to keep track of each student’s progress.   Students will be assessed in a number of different ways.

· Regular testing (short weekly revision tests based on coursebook work covered)
· A larger, more comprehensive test at the end of the 10 week block

· Teacher assessment

· Students’ weekly review

The two “test” components outlined above, although different in nature and size, are necessary to produce an actual mark or grade by which the student’s progress can be quantified by the college.  Weekly testing will be based on the testing components available as part of the New Headway 3rd Edition materials. It is to be expected that weekly testing will consist of discrete elements covered by the teacher during the week’s lessons.  These tests are designed to ensure that students are learning the elements of language which have been taught.

Testing which takes place at the end of the ten week course will be integrative, requiring students to combine elements of language learned, in order to complete realistic tasks possible for a student at the particular level.  This type of testing is designed to find out how much of the language the student has been able to systemise in order to transfer and extend performance. It is entirely possible that a student who can perform well in discrete point items will not have internalised the language sufficiently to use it to perform realistic language activities. These students may not achieve a satisfactory mark in the final level test.
Students are required to achieve a satisfactory grade before being allowed to move to the next level.  However, it is recognised that not all students perform well in tests or examinations, and often these marks do not reflect the effort a student has made.  Since all assessment should be designed to encourage as well as grade, teachers will be asked to comment on students’ overall classroom performance.  These comments will be taken into account when deciding whether a student should be promoted to the next level of the course.  Teachers should consider aspects such as a student’s attendance, attitude and willingness to participate, as well as their commitment to completing homework assignments, preparing and delivering oral presentations (where applicable), etc.

NB: “Willingness” is not a substitute for competency and is not intended to override poor test results.  However, a teacher’s assessment may prove the key factor in decisions on “borderline” cases, where an adjustment of up to 5% may be made.

 Student Progress Records

a) Weekly test results:  (a simple table for teachers to complete each week)

NB: this is not for formal assessment; simply for record-keeping, to be used in conjunction with the weekly review.

· “Other” column indicates satisfactory attendance, homework etc.

· A cross in the “other” column and/or a mark below 50% in the test result can easily be identified and discussed with the student at the weekly review. 

· In extreme cases, these records may also be used (in conjunction with end of block test results) if a student disputes the teacher’s decision not to promote the student to the next level.

6 ASSESSMENT (Summative)

Means of assessing the extent to which the desired outcomes were achieved in respect of each learner.

The course has been designed to be as flexible as possible in order to meet the needs of a number of different types of students for whom a General English course will be an appropriate choice.

As indicated the progress of students will be tracked as they move through the course by both weekly tests based on items taught and the teacher’s assessment of the student’s performance in class.

A more comprehensive formal testing procedure will be undertaken at the end of the 10 week block to enable decisions to be made on the student’s ability to move to the next level of the course or alternatively determine whether the student fully meets the level descriptor for the completed level.

The recommended procedure is that students are tested across all skills, grammar, and vocabulary items learned during the 10 weeks of the course, and that equal weight is given to each component.  Advance English testing will initially be based on testing elements available from the core texts, but teachers will be encouraged to develop tests which rely less heavily on the completion of exercises and more on integrative items which test students’ ability to function within the English language community.

A further indication of the success of the course in achieving its outcomes will be the degree to which students studying on the various levels of the General English Course are able to achieve their own personal objectives based on the language proficiency they achieve.  Successful articulation into a course of further study, securing a job which requires spoken English or developing a more confident approach to everyday life in Australia are examples of how this more practical element of achievement can be assessed.

One of the course elements, the weekly review, has the purpose of encouraging students to be analytical about their own learning in order to assess how well they are progressing and what they have achieved.  This course element will serve an additional purpose in that it will allow teachers the opportunity to check student satisfaction with the course and see if student perceived need is being met.

In the table below, the columns represent marks out of 20 for Reading, Writing, Grammar and Vocabulary, Listening and Speaking, then a Total percentage. 

The “Teacher’s assessment” column can be used to adjust the total mark up or down by a maximum of 5% in borderline cases.

Course Evaluation and Review
Evaluation of the course itself (by the teachers involved in its delivery) will be an ongoing process, the results of which will be central to updating and improving it.  A review of courses will take place twice a year and two sources of information will be sought as input to the review.

1. A) Teacher course evaluations from questionnaires (see below)

Teachers will be invited to comment on the success or otherwise of the course in achieving the stated objectives.  They will also be invited to contribute materials, activities and ideas for improving the delivery of the course and to make suggestions for resources.

 B) Teacher course evaluation week by week review. Teacher’s fill out what they have and have not taught from the curriculum/syllabus. If there was any difficulty/limitation in the preparation or teaching of any part. At the same time, if there is any addition course material implemented; those materials can be part of the curriculum next Curriculum/Syllabus Review. This process allows for continual updating and review of all taught material in the lessons / course material taught at CLA.

2. Feedback from students

The main input from the students will come from the weekly review, during which they will have the opportunity to raise any issues relating to the course’s ability to meet their needs.  Ideally, all students will learn to take full advantage of this system, enabling their opinions to be acted upon and changes made (where appropriate) expediently.  However, there is also the need for some anonymous written feedback, preferably at the end of each level, but certainly at the end of each individual student’s stay at the school.  Culturally, many students will be reticent about expressing their personal needs to the teacher on such an informal basis, and their opinions can often only be fully appreciated by allowing them to make their observations anonymously.  Even though this method does not allow the college to address the issues when they arise, it helps to identify potential future problems and enables staff to anticipate or prevent them.

Format of the Review Process
Although the formal review will take place at the end of each 10 week block the course will be constantly under review since a weekly staff planning meeting to discuss the coming week’s work will inevitably involve some discussion of how the previous week’s work has progressed. The formal review process will begin with all information collected (see above) being presented to the Academic Manager. Teachers’ comments will be reviewed and information collected from students will be collated.

In a review meeting with the teachers the Academic Manager will address any criticism or difficulties with the course brought to attention by teachers or students. An action plan to deal with these will be made in the review meeting. The review meeting will also set up a panel of teachers to review all additional supplementary materials created/discovered by teachers teaching the course. This panel will submit to the Academic Manager their recommendations for the inclusion of new materials in the weekly course outlines.

4. Review of copyright 

Twice a year, a review of the Curriculum and Syllabus material used will be carried out with the following conditions to be checked:
· the course material is not for publication and sale to the general public

Units 1 & 2 have been joined in week 1 and 4 & 5 due to linked vocabulary or simpler topics as per units 1 & 2 which are revision of elementry. Teachers may choose to take a little longer or cut the unit work down. Course appraisal sheets will be used for the continual improvement of the curriculum and syllabus..
